Eligible transfer students are awarded between0$2ahd $6,000 (renewable for three
additional years) at the time of admission. A tfanstudent who receives this award
must also attend full-time, be degree-seeking,rene completed 20 semester credits
prior to entering Concordia. The national scholgrsteadline is May 1st. In addition,
Concordia University strongly encourages studemtmplete the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to be considered fatitational, state and federal grants.
