STEP 1:  Complete the Orthotic and Prosthetic Fitter AAS degree at Century College (60 credits)

Important Notes:

•	 Human Anatomy and Physiology I & II must be taken at CSP, in addition to the courses listed in Step 2.

•	 For students who begin at Century College who also want to complete their general education 
courses, it is recommended to complete the MN Transfer Curriculum (MnTC) not met by the AAS 
degree at Century.

•	 If pursuing the MS Orthotics and Prosthetics (MSOP) degree, Intro to Statistics is recommended to take. 
Refer to Step 4 for additional prerequisite coursework for the MSOP degree.
